THE STATUTE -- PART I, ARTICLE 4, SECTION 4

4. Relations and/or connections, and/or communications of religious organizations, including
religious communities, other legal entities under private law, with foreign religious
organizations, the activities of which are prohibited in Ukraine, are not allowed, except when
they are carried out with the consent of the central body of executive power, which implements
state policy in the field of religion.

In order to obtain approval, a person who plans relations and/or connections and/or
communications with a foreign religious organization, the activities of which are prohibited in
Ukraine, applies to the central executive body that implements state policy in the field of religion
with a corresponding application. The application is accompanied by information justifying the
need for relations and/or connections and/or communications with a foreign religious
organization whose activities are prohibited in Ukraine

The procedure for granting individual consent to relations and/or connections and/or
communication with a foreign religious organization, the activity of which is prohibited in
Ukraine, the form of an application for granting consent, the list of information and additional
documents attached to it, the grounds for granting and refusing the granting of consent, the
procedure for monitoring connections and contacts with a foreign religious organization, the
activity of which is prohibited in Ukraine, are approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.

APPROVED by Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated January 31, 2025 No.
107

PROCEDURE for providing individual consent for relations and/or connections and/or
communication with a foreign religious organization whose activities are prohibited in Ukraine

1. This Procedure determines the procedure for granting individual consent for relations and/or
connections and/or communications with a foreign religious organization whose activities are
prohibited in Ukraine (hereinafter referred to as consent), as well as the form of an application
for consent, a list of information and documents attached to it, the grounds for granting and
refusing to grant consent, the procedure for monitoring relations and contacts with a foreign
religious organization whose activities are prohibited in Ukraine.

2. In this Procedure, the terms are used in the meaning given in the Laws of Ukraine “On
Protection of the Constitutional Order in the Sphere of Activities of Religious Organizations”,
“On Freedom of Conscience and Religious Organizations”, “On Access to Public Information”.

3. DESS grants consent to a religious organization or other legal entity under private law in the
person of its authorized representative.

4. To obtain approval, a religious organization or other legal entity under private law shall submit
to the DESS:

1) an application for approval in the form in accordance with the appendix for each authorized
representative who will carry out relations and/or connections and/or communications with a
foreign religious organization, the activities of which are prohibited in Ukraine (hereinafter
referred to as the authorized representative);

2) a copy of the passport of a citizen of Ukraine or a permanent residence permit, a temporary
residence permit of the authorized representative;

3) for an authorized representative whose passport of a citizen of Ukraine is issued in the form of
a booklet, a copy of a document with information about the registration number of the taxpayer's
registration card or a copy of a page of the passport of a citizen of Ukraine with a note on refusal
to accept the registration number (for individuals who, due to their religious beliefs, refuse to
accept the registration number of the taxpayer's registration card in accordance with the
established procedure and have notified the relevant regulatory body about this and have a note
in the passport of a citizen of Ukraine);

4) information substantiating the need for relations and/or connections and/or communications
with a foreign religious organization whose activities are prohibited in Ukraine;

5) information about the method of communication;

6) information about the event in which the authorized representative is planned to participate, in
particular:



form (for example, negotiations, diplomatic reception, working meeting, telephone conversations
and video conferences, consultations, public religious event (religious service, rite, ceremony,
procession, procession, hike, pilgrimage, etc.), meeting, congress, conference, council, rally,
meeting, symposium, seminar, briefing, speech, round table meeting, meeting, forum, public
hearing, meeting with the public, in particular in the video conference mode using appropriate
software, in particular via the Internet, festival, training (training, retraining, advanced training,
internship), exhibition (presentation), contest, competition, quiz, etc.);

purpose (task);

place, time (period);

organizer;

participants, their number, level of representation;

program (if any);

a copy of the letter (invitation) to participate in the event (if available);

information about who and/or which religious organization or other legal entity under private law
covers the expenses for participation in the international event of the authorized representative
(except when the event is held in the video conference mode using appropriate software, in
particular via the Internet);

7) information about each authorized person with whom relations and/or contacts and/or
communications will be carried out, and who represents a foreign religious organization whose
activities are prohibited in Ukraine, in particular:

surname, first name, patronymic (if available), date of birth, address of registered/declared place
of residence (if known);

title of the position and/or rank of the clergyman (if available).

5. DESS receives the necessary copies of documents provided for in subparagraphs 2, 3 of
paragraph 4 of this Procedure, in the event of their submission by a religious organization or
other legal entity of private law (at the request of the authorized representative) or, if technically
possible, receives the necessary information in the manner provided for in Article 5 of the Law
of Ukraine “On the Peculiarities of the Provision of Public (Electronic Public) Services”.

6. A religious organization or other legal entity of private law submits to DESS in paper form or
sends by registered mail or in electronic form with a qualified electronic signature or an
advanced electronic signature based on a qualified electronic certificate signature, the head of a
religious organization or other legal entity of private law, an application for approval (hereinafter
referred to as the application) and documents (if necessary) necessary for obtaining approval.

7. The application and the documents attached to it are assigned the access restriction stamp “for
official use”.

8. The date of application for approval is the date of registration of the application by the DESS.



9. The DESS shall consider the application and the documents attached to it within 30 calendar
days, and shall check them for compliance with the requirements of the legislation.

10. The accuracy of information about a religious organization or other legal entity of private law
contained in the application shall be checked in the Unified State Register of Legal Entities,
Individual Entrepreneurs and Public Organizations.

11. During the consideration of the application and the documents attached to it, the DESS has
the right to interact with the SBU, the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the State Border Guard
Service, the National Police, the Ministry of Justice, local self-government bodies, auxiliary
bodies and services established by the President of Ukraine, by obtaining information,
documents, extracts from public electronic registers, which are necessary to resolve the issue of
granting approval.

12. The grounds for the DESS's refusal to grant approval are:

1) non-compliance of the application and the documents attached to it with the requirements of
the legislation;

2) detection of unreliable information in the application or the documents attached to it;

3) failure or untimely submission by a religious organization or other legal entity of private law
in the person of its authorized representative of the report specified in paragraph 15 of these
Procedures, based on the results of preliminary approval,

4) submission of an incomplete package of documents specified in paragraph 4 of these
Procedures.

13. The consent must contain the following information about:
1) the authorized representative to whom the consent is granted:

surname, first name, patronymic (if any), date of birth, address of registered/declared place of
residence, number, series (if any) of the passport of a citizen of Ukraine or permanent residence
permit, temporary residence permit, date of issue and the body that issued the document;

title of the position and/or rank of the clergyman (if any);

2) the religious organization or other legal entity of private law that submitted the application:
name of the legal entity;

identification code according to the Unified State Register of Legal Entities;

3) the name of the religious organization whose activities are prohibited in Ukraine, with which
it is planned to establish relations and/or connections and/or communications;

4) the period for which the approval is issued;

5) the event in which it is planned to participate.



14. The approval is provided free of charge and is issued by a letter from the DESS.

15. Based on the results of establishing relations and/or connections and/or communications with
a foreign religious organization whose activities are prohibited in Ukraine, a religious
organization or other legal entity under private law, represented by its authorized representative,
shall prepare a report within ten days after the termination of such relations and/or connections
and/or communications, which shall be submitted in paper or electronic form to the DESS, and
in cases provided for by law, also to other state bodies (officials).

16. The report must contain detailed information about the established relations and/or
connections and/or communications with a foreign religious organization whose activities are
prohibited in Ukraine, in particular the date or period of communication, the place and method of
its implementation, as well as the surnames, first names, patronymics (if any) of the persons with
whom contacts were made, the names of their positions, the content of the communication and
its results.
