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	Along with global warming, the impacts of invasive plants are becoming increasingly prominent in the conservation of biodiversity as well as in that of food security, health, and economic development in the context of global economic integration. With the increasing negative impacts of invasive plants on humans, more management measures are being taken to eradicate and control them. Since it is morally unacceptable to cause indiscriminate harm to plants, and handling invasive plants requires proper justification. The purpose of this paper is to explore the ethical arguments for uprooting the invasive plant, Heracleum mantegazzianum (giant hogweed) and provide an ethical basis to eradicate and control these invasive plants. To this goal, I apply three different environmental ethics approaches, namely anthropocentric, biocentric and ecocentric environmental ethics, and argue that all three supports the eradication and control of the invasive plant giant hogweed. This Master’s thesis shows that the control of invasive plants is ethical and supports the existing management control methods. 
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
