About Fribourg and the University

Linking French- and German-speaking Switzerland, Fribourg is 
a hub for education, innovation and entrepreneurship. 

University of Fribourg (Unifr), founded in 1889, is a comprehen-
sive research university. It is one of the twelve public universities 
in Switzerland and is the only bilingual university, which offers full 
curricula in French and German. English is widely spoken and is 
the main language in most post-graduate programs. 

Fribourg has a young and international population. University 
students make up one fourth of the population, making the city 
feel like one big campus.

Next, you will understand strategies utilized in the intercultural com-
munication, be exposed to basic ideas of social entrepreneurship, in-
ternational business particularly in the topic of marketing. You will team 
up with other participants for a group work to present at the end of the 
course.

During the course, you will meet Faculty members from Unifr, distingu-
ished speakers from public institutions, and virtually make new friends 
joining the online summer school from Europe, Asia and beyond. 

No prerequisites are required for participation. Upon completion of all 
25 classes, participants will obtain a Certificate of Attendance issued by 
the University of Fribourg.
