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School Bullying and Migration: European Insights from

Educational Acts and Prevention Programmes

Schools face challenges ensuring safety, inclusion, and bullying prevention in
increasingly diverse classrooms. Children with migrant backgrounds are at a
higher risk of victimization and school bullying due to migrant status, adapta-
tion to the new culture, language barriers, different cultural ethnicity, race,
and religious backgrounds. Current research lacks comparative cross-national
studies on educational legislation and preventive measures addressing school
bullying among children with migrant backgrounds. In this lecture | will pre-
sent two European projects focused on school bullying and migration and dis-
cuss data obtained from an analysis of six educational acts and 31 anti-
bullying programs related to migrant children in six European countries: Alba-
nia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Germany, Moldova, Norway, and Turkey.

Dr. Aleksandar Bozic is an Associate Professor at the University of Stavanger, Norway.
His research interests are social services for children and youth, migration, intercultural
diversity, school and community-based preventive interventions, social innovation, and
civil society-public sector collaboration. He has several years of experience working
with different governmental, non-governmental, local, and international organizations
in a transnational as well as post-conflict contexts.
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
